Please remain standing for the National Anthem and the Pledge of Allegiance

Mr. Nathan Carlisle will sing the National Anthem.

Master of Ceremony

Please join me in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Master of Ceremony leads the Pledge

Scout salute

I pledge allegiance to the flag 

of the United States of America

 and to the republic for which it stands

 one nation 

under God
 indivisible 

with liberty and justice for all.
Master of Ceremony addresses the Audience

Please be seated.
Master of Ceremony directs the Color Guard to report to their places and be seated. 

(Honor guard will sit in designated chairs for the entire ceremony.

Color guard, Please take your seats.

Master of Ceremony introduces Father Staples.

Father Staples, please come forward and give the invocation.  

Master of Ceremony sits

Father Staples will let you know when he is finished.

Master of Ceremony returns to podium and asks the audience to 

Please stand for the Scout Oath.

Master of Ceremony leads the Scout Oath 

Scout sign       Scout oath

On my honor 

I will do my best 

To do my duty to God and my country

And Obey the Scout Law;

To help other people at all times;

To keep myself physically strong, 

mentally awake, 

and morally straight.
Master of Ceremony asks the audience to be seated.

Please be seated.

Master of Ceremony introduces our Scoutmaster Mr. Harvey for opening remarks. 

At this time I will introduce our Scoutmaster, 

Mr. Harvey, who will offer his opening remarks.
Wade does his Welcome speech and says what ever he wants.

Suggested welcome for Wade. Goes something like this but he will say what he wants.

On behalf of Jesse and his family, I’d like to welcome all of you to this celebration.  Many scouts set out on the trail to eagle, but few have the perseverance to follow it to the end.  Jesse is one of those few and we are here to honor his great achievement

Wade will let the MC know when he is finished.

Master of Ceremony asks the Scouts who are to perform the candle ceremony to come forward.

Will the candle ceremony team please join me on stage?

The Candle Ceremony 

The Master of Ceremony lights the spirit candle.  Scouts approach the table one at a time (we need a table) and lights a candle (we need twelve candles) and states a scout law “A Scout is Trustworthy, etc.  The MC provides the explanation of the law. Each participating scout lines up behind the Master of Ceremony and they remain standing during the explanation of the law.

The Master of Ceremony lights the first candle (it stands alone) and says 

This candle represents the spirit of Scouting 

The Master of Ceremony returns to the podium and says

Let us now renew our spirit 
reminding ourselves of the meaning of the Scout law.

The first Scout lights his candle from the flame of the spirit candle, puts his lighted candle in the candle holder, and says     A Scout is Trustworthy

Master of Ceremony says:  

A Scout’s honor is to be trusted.  
If he were to violate his honor by telling a lie, 
or by cheating, 
or by not doing exactly a given task, 
when trusted on his honor, 
he may be directed to hand over his scout badge.
The second Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,   A Scout is loyal.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He is loyal to all to whom loyalty is due: his scout leader, his home, and parents and country.

The third Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,   A Scout is helpful.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He must be prepared at any time to save a life, 

Help injured persons, 

And share the home duties.  

He must do at least one good turn for somebody every day.
The fourth Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,  A Scout is friendly.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He is a friend to all and a brother to every other Scout.

The fifth Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,    A Scout is courteous.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He is polite to all, 

Especially to women, 

Children, 

Old people, 

and the weak and helpless.  

He must not accept pay for being helpful or courteous.
The sixth Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,    A Scout is kind.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He is a friend to animals.  

He will not kill nor hurt any living creature needlessly, 

but will strive to save and protect all harmless life.
The seventh Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,    A Scout is obedient.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He obeys his parents, 

Scoutmaster, 

Patrol leader, 

And all other duly constituted authorities.
The eighth Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,    A Scout is cheerful.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He smiles whenever he can.  

His obedience to orders is prompt and cheery.  

He never shirks nor grumbles at hardships.
The ninth Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,   A Scout is thrifty.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He does not wantonly destroy property.  

He works faithfully, 

Waists nothing, 

And makes the best use of opportunities.  

He saves his money so that he may pay his own way, 

Be generous to those in need, 

And helpful to worthy objects.  

He may work for pay, 

But must not receive tips for courtesies or good turns.
The tenth Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,   A Scout is brave.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He has the courage to face danger in spite of fear, 

and stand up for right against the coaxing of friends 

or jeers 

or threats of enemies, 

and defeat does not down him.
The eleventh Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,    A Scout is clean.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He keeps clean in body and thought, 

stands for clean speech, 

clean sport, 

clean habits, 

and travels with a clean crowd.
The twelfth Scout lights and places a candle.  Then says,    A Scout is reverent.
Master of Ceremony says:  

He is reverent toward God.  

He is faithful in his religious duties, 

and respects the convictions of others in matters of custom and religion.
This last scout blows out the spirit candle.  If he doesn’t the Master of Ceremony either reminds him or he does it himself.

The Master of Ceremony asks the candle team to return to their seats.

Scouts, Please return to your Seats

Master of Ceremony, still at the podium introduces Eagle Scout Michael Casano who will explain the requirements for the Eagle rank

Eagle Scout Michael Casano, please come forward and tell us of your experiences while meeting the requirements for the rank of Eagle.

Mike explains: in his own words. 

How when he first became a Boy Scout the adult mentors taught him the Scout Oath and Law.  Then, while working on becoming a Tenderfoot, I was taught what the basic outdoor skill where.  Then those skills had to be demonstrated to earn the rank of Second Class.  Then the outdoor skills had to be demonstrated with greater proficiency to earn the First Class rank.  Then the focus changes to earning badges and showing leadership.  The rank of Star requires six months in a leadership position and earning six merit badges, four of them must be from the Eagle Required list.  For Life there are five more merit badges to be earned, three must be from the Eagle list, and six more months of leadership.  The Eagle Rank requires that the Scout have earned a total of 21 merit badges including the remainder of the ten required ones, six months in a leadership position, and a leadership project of approximately 100 hours including its planning and execution.  Once an Eagle, the scout can go on to earn up to three Eagle Palms, each of which require earning another five merit badges and three months scout participation.  I have earned two palms and am working on the last one.  It is anticipated that Jesse will earn two palms before he turns 18 years old.  

Tell us about camping, leadership, and three things about your high adventure trip (something challenging, exciting or fun, and amusing to you).
Master of Ceremony, Introduces Mr. Pierce who will give the Eagle Challenge.  This is where we use the LIGHT BOX.

Mr. Pierce, Please come forward and give the Eagle Challenge.

Mr. Pierce

The foremost responsibility of an Eagle Scout is to live with honor.  To an Eagle Scout, honor is the foundation of all character.  He knows that “A Scout is trustworthy” is the very point of the Scout Law for a good reason.  An Eagle Scout lives honorably, not only because honor is important to him but because of the vital significance of the example he sets for other Scouts.  Living honorably reflects credit on his home, his church, his troop, and his community.  May the WHITE of the badge remind you to always live with honor.

The second obligation of an Eagle Scout is Loyalty.  A Scout is true to his family, Scout leaders, friends, school, and nation.  His loyalty to his troop and brother Scouts makes him pitch in and carry his share of the load.  All of these help to build the loyalty that means devotion to community, to country, to one’s own ideals, and to God.  Let the BLUE of the Eagle badge inspire your loyalty.

The third obligation of an Eagle Scout is to be courageous.  Courage has always been a quality by which men measure themselves and others.  To a Scout, bravery means not only the courage to face physical danger, but also the determination to stand up for the right.  Trusting in God.  With faith in his fellow man.  He looks forward to each day, seeking do to his share of the world’s work to do.  Let the RED of the Eagle badge remind you always of courage.

The fourth obligation of an Eagle Scout is to be cheerful.  To remind the Eagle Scout to always wear a smile.  The Red, White, and Blue ribbon is attached to the scroll of the Second Class Scout award, which has its ends turned up in a smile.

The final responsibility of an Eagle Scout is service.  The Eagle Scout extends a helping hand to those who still toil up Scouting’s trail, just as others helped him in his climb to the Eagle.  The performance of the daily Good Turn takes on a new meaning when he enters a more adult life of continuing service to others.  The Eagle stands a protector of the weak and helpless.  He aids and comforts the unfortunate and oppressed.  He holds the right of others while defending his own.  He will always “Be Prepared” to put forth his best.

Jesse, You deserve much credit for having achieved Scouting’s highest award.  

But wear your award with humility; ever mindful the Eagle Scout is looked up to as an example.  

May the Scout Oath and the Scout Law be your guide for tomorrow and onward.
The plan is for the Master of Ceremony to sit quietly and let the voice happen.  If there are Mike problems or if there is only one mike  -  The Master of Ceremony will introduce Mr. Higbee.

Mr.Higbee   The voice of the Eagle happens from afar.

This is the Voice of the Eagle, the Eagle who has watched for years as you’ve struggled to ascend to our aerie.

Think back for a moment, back to the day when you first joined Troop 680.  How small you felt in your crisp new uniform, struggling to recite the Scout Oath and Scout Law with the other Scouts.  I watched as you stole a glance upward, looking toward the clouds and wondering if you could ever achieve the summit of Scouting.

Soon, you began to advance; you learned the Oath and Law and began to master the ways of Scouting.  You camped overnight and then for a weekend – and then spent an entire week away from home at summer camp.  I watched you grow that week in skills and spirit.  I was there and saw the pride in your face when your Scoutmaster handed you your Tenderfoot badge.  

It wasn’t long before a year had passed.  Your Tenderfoot badge was long gone, replaced first by the Second Class badge then by the badge of the First Class Scout.  You had begun in earnest the climb toward Eagle, and as I watched, I could sense your determination.

I knew that many Scouts start off determined, only to become discouraged.  The climb from First Class to Eagle became harder with each step, and only a handful of scouts reach the top.  In fact, as you climbed, you could see that there were far fewer Scouts ahead of you, clearing the path, than behind you, following in your footsteps.

Along the way, I watched you attend several summer camps and the High Adventure camp at Florida’s Sea Base where you sailed with scouts from several other Troops from Key Largo to Key West and back.  I watched when you were elected by your troop into the Order of the Arrow.  

Then,   finally,   you broke through the clouds and became a life Scout.  Now, I could see clearly into your face and your heart, and was confident that someday you would join the Eagle brotherhood.

You excelled in academics at school and I watched proudly when you were inducted into the National Honor Society.

Over the past few months, I’ve watched as you’ve earned each of your merit badges and now 33 of them parade across your sash.  I’ve watched as you served as Patrol Leader, Senior Patrol Leader, and Troop Guide, reaching down constantly to help your fellow Scouts in their climb toward the summit.  I’ve watched as you gave service to your community through the many route one clean-ups, service to children at RecPac, and the Eagle Project where you planned, replanned, and finally lead the landscaping project in front of this school.

Now, I stand ready – with all the Eagles who have gone before you  –  to welcome you as you join the brotherhood of Eagle Scouts.

Master of Ceremony returns to podium and forms the Honor Guard, and directs them to escort the family (Anne Colley  Leni Grigg) forward.

Honor Guard:  Please Escort Jesse’s family forward.

Leni and Anne sit on each side of Jesse and the honor guard sits in their places.

Once Anne Colley and Leni Grigg are seated, the Master of Ceremony introduces Mr. Grigg who will give the Eagle Charge.

Mr. Grigg, Please come forward and present the Eagle Charge.

Jesse, it is my pleasure to represent both your family and the Colonial District.

We all know the Eagle requirements are demanding, 

but fair.

You are already a member of the National Honor Society.

Today you will be pined with an Eagle.

And in a few days you will graduate with honors.

Your achievements show us that you have both persistence and ability.

But I am not here to talk about your past accomplishments, 

but of your future opportunities.  

Soon you will find yourself in college,

Followed by a career.

As an Eagle Scout,     you will be recognized as a doer. 

This will have meaning far beyond Scouting.  

Through out your life

You will be expected to make commitments. 

And fulfill them even when it isn’t easy.

Completing each task on time.

You don’t realize it yet,    

but if you live by the ideals you have learned here

in church, 

school, 

and scouting, 

your life will be enriched and so will the lives you touch.

I challenge you to set goals.    

Then make sure that your decisions are weighed against those goals.

I challenge you to apply the knowledge you have when making decisions.

You already have a lot of good information,

understand how it applies to your situation at the time,

Then use it to make sound decisions

You must choose to invest in your future, 

save something, 

even when you think you can’t afford it.  

And,  You must choose to avoid those things 

that you know are unhealthy,

 regardless of what your friends are doing.  

The choices you make,    

both good and bad,   

will have long-term impacts on the quality of your life.

The things you have already done,

The leadership skills you have learned,

and sense of honor you have developed 

Mean much more to you than just a certificate 

and a piece of ribbon.  

Through the years to come, 

You will meet people who are Eagle Scouts too, 

There will be an instant bond of friendship.  

You have shared a common experience; 

And you both know that the other can be trusted.  

For the rest of your life,   you travel as a marked man, 

an Eagle Scout.

Jesse,  Make good decisions,

Accept and live up to the ideals you have learned, 

Cheerfully give people more than they expect.

Set an example for others.

Congratulations   You are an Eagle Scout

Master of Ceremony returns to podium and introduces Mr. Millikin who will give Jesse the Eagle Pledge.  

Mr. Millikin, please come forward and give the Eagle Pledge.

Mr. Millikin addresses Jesse:

Jesse, Please join me at the podium.  

Mr. Millikin addresses the audience. 

Will all Eagles Scouts present here today please stand and repeat the Eagle Pledge with us.

Mr. Millikin addresses Jesse:

Jesse, please make the Scout sign and repeat after me.

I reaffirm my allegiance

To the three promises of the Scout Oath.

I  thoughtfully recognize

And take upon myself

The obligations and responsibilities

Of an Eagle Scout.

On my honor I will do my best

To make my training and example,

My rank and my influence,

Count strongly for better Scouting.

And for better citizenship,

In my troop,

In my community, 

And in my contact with other people,

To this I pledge my sacred honor.
