READ THE MERIT BADGE BOOK first. Some badges will require special field trips, extra fees, or tools. Don’t wait until the last minute to get any required notes signed. Forms for write-ups can be obtained from www.meritbadge.com. If you do not come prepared you may not be able to complete many of the merits badges offered. If a Merit badge is NOT listed here, you are still expected to read the book.  The MB counselor may contact you before the MBJ to give you more information.

AMERICAN BUSINESS Read the Merit Badge Book.

(3-hour badge). Do and bring to class # 2a,  #3, #6. Also either do #5 (run a small business for 3 months) or be prepared to discuss your business plan. This must be completed in order to earn the MB.  The counselor will help with the business plan & be available to scouts who finish it at later date. But it’s easier to do this if you already have run a business AND HAVE PAPERWORK to show what you did.

ART (2-hr badge) Read the merit badge book. Req.#4-think of a design for your own Patrol flag (sketch) & bring reference materials if possible.

Req. #5-Think of a design of a simple tool that would be a redesigned improvement - in class we will prepare a diagram.

Req.#6 -Bring a portfolio or folder of your work.

BUGLING (3-hr badge) Read the merit badge book. Read below very carefully! (Bring instrument)

This badge is recommended for experienced trumpet, coronet, and bugle players. It gives the participant a chance to relive the glories of the hunt, historic army signaling, and modern military service traditions. However, you must give some consideration to the preparation that is required. If you cannot interpret the rhythm or master the notes it would not be a good idea to sign up for this MB. First, ask your Scoutmaster or SPL to appoint you as a troop bugler. If you want the MB by the time of the MBJ, you need to be appointed ASAP; you need to serve 3 months as a bugler. Next, take some time to review the notes, tempo and rhythm. Then, log onto www.meritbadge.com/mb/032.htm, including looking at the links to download.  You will find most of the information resources there to help you prepare. Make sure you download the bugle calls - hearing them is very important in your preparation. Make sure you have practiced every call before the MBJ. If you are not playing a little while each day for a couple weeks before MBJ your lips will give out before you can finish playing all the calls. It is easy to lose your embouchure if you have laid off an instrument for a few months or years.

On the day of MBJ bring your sheet music, instrument, and a written history of the bugle. You do not have to memorize the calls - it is more important to be able to play them. Mistakes are part of making music so don’t sweat them if you make them, but be able to point them out. Hopefully you can play Taps with a minimum of mistakes. There can be retries but remember this is only a 3 hr. badge and others will need time to play also, so practice and come prepared.   If you get a partial on day of MBJ, counselor will be available later to work with you to try to help you .

COLLECTIONS Read the merit badge book. Bring collection to class.

(2 hours) Be prepared to discuss all req. Bring req. 1 & 3a in writing. Bring a good representative sampling of your collection to show and discuss in class.

COMPUTERS Read the merit badge book.

(3 hr badge) Req. 4 and 5, bring paper copy and file on diskette

(If you know an adult with a laptop who might be willing to come to MBJ to help, let us know)

ELECTRICITY Read the merit badge book.

(3 hr badge) Prepare #2 and #5 and 8 and bring to class

ELECTRONICS Read the merit badge book. Must be at least age 13 to take this badge and be a First Class Rank Scout. (6 hr badge) Must have Special Parental Signed Permission to take this badge. 

This six hour merit badge program is entirely a hands-on activity. Scouts must do the following.

1. To enroll, submit your application through your scoutmaster.  Then if your scoutmaster notifies you that you are in the class (seating is limited), you must then contact the MB counselor, Mr. Mukai at: tvictor@attglobal.net or call 571-275-0447 (leave voicemail) before Jan 10, 2007 to give him your email for class material. Also, he has to know you are in this class to plan the right amount of materials. Class size is limited.

2. Read the merit badge requirements. Requirements 1, 2a/b, 3c, 4a/b, 5a/b and 6 are to be completed IN WRITING AT HOME and brought to the MBJ. For Req. 3a/b and 4c, you will show your ability to correctly demonstrate soldering techniques (3a and 3b) and will build a representative short wave radio* in class.  Also, you must take and pass a simple test of Ohm’s Law (5a).

3. Scouts must bring the following tools to class: 30 watt (or less) soldering iron (no soldering guns please! (Do NOT buy that new-technology “cold heat” soldering pen because of its very short battery life and difficulty of use.) Also bring the soldering iron holder (a Coke can will do), long nose pliers, a wire cutter (or nail clippers), an extension cord (6 feet or more), a 9-volt battery, walkman-type headphones, a notebook and pencil, and eye-protection goggles. More details will be provided by email on buying these tools and how to use them.

4. Buying and studying the Radio Merit Badge Book will be helpful, but all necessary reference material will be provided via email. Scouts can also study the material found in the ARRL Radio Amateur’s Handbook at the library or on the Internet such as http://library.thinkquest.org/16497/
(*Note: Scouts may substitute another project for requirement 4c but need to contact the counselor for prior approval BEFORE January 10, 2007 to make sure it satisfies the requirement.

ENERGY (3 hr class)  Read the MB book  

(1) Requirement 3 - Make a color chart showing the world's known energy  resources, and one showing the world's estimated energy resources.  Explain how long each is expected to last based on today's estimates.  
Tell where you got your information.  
(2) Requirement 5 - Bring in two articles from a current magazine or newspaper (internet is OK) about the use or conservation of energy.  Explain how each article discusses the importance of energy conservation. 
(3) Requirement 6 - Conduct an energy audit of your home.  Prepare a written report that describes (a) ways your family can use energy more efficiently and (b) a record of what you have done to save energy over a 
two week period.
(4) Requirement 7 - Find out and describe in a notebook 10 different ways energy waste is going on in your town.  In each case suggest ways to reduce this waste.  Find out and describe in your notebook 5 different ways energy use leads to pollution.  In each case describe how this pollution may be reduced.

ENGINEERING Read the NEW EDITION of the merit badge book. (New Book in 2001)

(4 hr badge) Do # 1, 2, 4, and 6 and bring to class.

FIRE SAFETY Read the Merit badge Book  (3 hrs).  Do requirements # 6 a and b , 11 and 12 and bring the worksheets before the MBJ, as follows,  6.  Conduct a home safety survey with the help of an adult.  Then do the following, a). Draw a fire escape plan, create a home fire-drill schedule and conduct a home fire drill, and b). Test a smoke alarm and demonstrate regular maintenance of a smoke alarm.  11. Visit a fire station.  Identify the types of fire trucks.  Find out about the fire prevention activities in your community.  12.  Choose a fire safety-related career that interests you, describe the level of education required and the responsibilities of a person in that position.  Tell why this position interests you.  ________________________________________________________________________________________

INDIAN LORE Read the merit badge book. NOTE: THERE IS A NEW EDITION OUT, use it.

(3 hr badge) Do #2, do 2 of the following: item or clothing, make & decorate things a tribe uses, make an Indian dwelling, or visit a museum and write 2 short paragraphs. 

(make and bring them to class) Do 1 in req. #3: 1-2 paragraphs
GENEALOGY (by appointment badge)

All write ups should be completed prior to the MBJ, turned in to the MB table by 8:30 am. Only use photocopies of documents.

LAW (3 hr badge) Read the merit badge book.   Do interviews of five average people and one law enforcement person as required in #4.  Write up notes from the interviews.   

Research and prepare # 9, and 10.

PETS (by appointment badge) Read the merit badge book. Get a copy of the worksheets from MeritBadge.com.

Do all of the requirements for the badge using the workbook. Put in a 3-prong folder and label the front as instructed on workbook. Use Xerox copies of any documents included in packet, not originals. Turn in notebook by 8:30am 2/17 to the counselor and sign in and mark your lunchtime. Meet with the counselor during your lunch break on 2/17.

Start this badge immediately and email shruempler@msn.com providing your name, phone no., troop no., and type of pet, if you have not already done so, it is a 4-month badge. If you do not send an email, you will not be given a spot in this class when your registration comes in. 

Req. 1: bring in a monthly calendar with each day marked with what you did to care for your pet.

Req. 2: please include a picture of your pet with the essay.

Req. 3. Include a Xeroxed copy of the cover of the book or pamphlet you read about your pet.

PUBLIC SPEAKING Read the merit badge book. 

(3 hr badge) You will deliver 2 or 3 prepared speeches and one impromptu speech during the class.  Have a 3-5 minute introductory speech (requirement 1) prepared to deliver in class.  Have a 3-5 minute talk (requirement 2) AND/OR an 8-10 minute speech (requirement 4) prepared to deliver in class.  Be prepared to discuss parliamentary procedure (requirement 5).  Bring Scoutmaster's note indicating you have successfully completed any speech you do not bring with you. 

PULP AND PAPER Read and study the merit badge book.

(3 hr badge)  Come prepared to make paper – It could get messy!  Requirements #6 & #7 must be done before class.  For Requirement #6, bring  a list of pulp or paper products found in your home and bring samples of ten such products to class.  For requirement #7 tour one of the following: a pulp mill; a paper mill; a container plant or box plant; or a printer or newspaper plant.   Use the forms found at www.meritbadge.com and follow the instructions for Requirement #7.  Bring completed forms to class. RADIO Read the merit badge book.

(6 hr badge) STUDY the merit badge book. All written work must be turned in upon arrival to class! (All of this is leading to an FCC technician-class amateur radio license upon successful completion of the required examination.)

READING (by appointment) Do all of the requirements before the MBJ and bring the worksheets and related information in a notebook or folder labeled with your name and troop.

SCHOLARSHIP Read the merit badge book. Get a copy of the worksheets from MeritBadge.com.

(by appointment badge) Do all of the requirements for the badge using the workbook. Put in a 3-prong folder and label the front as instructed on workbook. Use xerox copies of any documents included in packet, not originals. Turn in notebook by 8:30am 2/17 to the counselor, sign in and check off your lunchtime.

Meet with the counselor during your lunch break on 2/17.

Start this badge immediately if you have not already done so.  It requires some work that must be documented. Get the notes early.

SPACE EXPLORATION Read the merit badge book.

#7 (design model or drawings, an Earth orbiting space station),

#8 (select and be ready to discuss 2 space related careers)
