Instructions for Scoutmasters/Unit Leaders : 

Registration:  

There are (1) a Troop Registration Form, (2) a Scout Registration Form for each scout, and (3) a Permission Slip/Health Form for each scout.   Make copies of items (2) and (3) for the scouts in your troop. There is a fee of $15 per scout, payable to NCAC by one check/troop at the time of registration.  Please make sure that the contact information on the scout forms is legible.   
Registrations will be accepted at the December Roundtable, December 13, 2006.    Registrations may also be mailed to Henry Ruempler, 5415 Waycross Dr. Alexandria VA 22310, no later than December 15th.   No walk-in registrations can be accepted.  Classes are assigned in the order in which they are received.   Every effort will be made to accommodate preferences of each scout.  

Scouts may take up to six (6) hours of merit badge instruction (one 6-hr. class, or two 3-hr. classes, or one 3 -or-4 hr. and a 2-hr combination). Each scout should indicate 5 badges they would be happy to take.   In addition scouts may sign up for no more than two appointment badges (see below).  Confirmations for classes will be distributed at the January Roundtable. The MB Jamboree will provide the blue cards for the counselors.

Be prepared!!!   

Scoutmasters or Advancement Chairs should review the course choices submitted by the scouts.   It is the responsibility of each troop to make sure your scouts are capable of taking the course.     

Every Scout is required to read the merit badge book for each MB course for which he is registered.  In some cases write-ups are required and should be prepared in an organized and legible manner in a folder or notebook.  In addition there is a “homework” list attached for requirements that must be completed in order to earn the merit badge.  If the scout has not read the pamphlet or if the homework is not completed or the written work is unreadable, the scout will not complete the badge.  BE PREPARED! 

The troop can make preparation for the MBJ a fun event by organizing a Merit Badge Pamphlet Night in late January or early February – a little reading, a little checking up by the scouters and lots of pizza.

Class “A” uniforms will be worn for the Jamboree. Wearing the Merit Badge sash is recommended.

Brief schedule for the day: 

8:00 am-counselors check-in

8:30-9:05 a.m. Troops Sign in; turn in by appt. badge notebooks, scouts assemble by units

9:10-9:20 a.m. Opening remarks 

9:30-4:30 Merit Badges

11:30-1:30 Lunch, meeting with by appt. badge counselors

4:30-5:00 Wrap up, Counselors check out, (no closing planned), room inspection

In addition to the 6-hours of classes your scouts may sign up for no more than two badges by appointment badge.  The scout must write up all of the requirements ahead of time, organize it in a notebook, and turn in at 8:30a.m to the counselor in the cafeteria.  They will be called to meet with the counselor during lunch and may need to go back to the counselor at the end of the day to finalize that badge.  Scouts could begin work on these over the winter break from school. You must register for these badges just as for any other badge. Check the spot on the registration form.

Blue cards are turned in to the admin table when the counselors check out. The completed and partial cards and patches will be ready for pickup by the scoutmasters at the March Roundtable..
